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1. General Provisions

Admission to the FEFU Master's Degree Programs are carried out on a competitive basis
based on the results of entrance examinations.

Entrance examinations for admission to the Master's Degree Program "Russia in the Asia-
Pacific: Politics, Economics, Security (in English)" in 41.04.05 International Relations (full-time
study financed by federal budgetary funds / under agreements with payment of tuition fees) are a
competition of documents (portfolio). The portfolio consists of documents confirming the applicant’s
achievements in the professional field of this field of study (Chapter 2). The portfolio does not take
into account the individual achievements of applicants specified in the Rules for Admission to the
Master's Degree Programs at FEFU for the 2024/25 academic year).

The competition includes documents confirming the achievements of applicants for the
Master’s Degree Program, obtained in no more than the last 4 years.

Documents confirming the achievements of the applicants who enter the Master’s Degree
Program are provided in the form of an electronic document in pdf, jpeg(jpg), gif format. The quality
of the submitted electronic images of documents should allow the text of the document to be read in
full. If a paper document consists of two or more sheets, it is recommended to create an electronic
image of such a paper document in the form of one file.

The maximum amount of points awarded to an applicant when passing the entrance
examination is 100 points.

The minimum threshold for successfully passing the entrance examination is 25 points.

The portfolio is checked by an examination committee approved by order of the Far Eastern
Federal University. The portfolio takes into account achievements that correspond to the professional
field of study 41.04.05 “International Relations.” The examination committee is entitled to determine
the applicant’s achievements to the professional field of the Master’s Degree Program where he/she
plans to study.

The head of the Master’s Degree Program as well as the chief of the examination committee
have an opportunity to call the applicant for additional issues regarding the documents. The contacts

of the applicant should be specified in his/her form for admission.



2. Documents (portfolio) for participation in the competition and criteria for their
assessment

The list of documents submitted to the FEFU admissions committee for participation in the
competition of documents (portfolio} for admission to the Master’s Education Program 41.04.05
“International Relations”, Master’s Degree Program “Russia in the Asia-Pacific: Politics, Economics,
Security (in English)” is drawn up in accordance with Appendix 1 and sent to the admissions
conumittee along with the copies of supporting documents.

The Copies of supporting documents must be uploaded on the FEFU website in the personal
account of the applicant for the Master’s Degree Program.

List of documents (portfolio) for participation in the competition:

Section 1. Education documents

1. A copy of a higher education diploma with an attachment.

2. Documents confirming specialized additional education, internships/exchange programs in
domestic and foreign universities in a specialized area, professional certification (including obtaining
a working specialty), corresponding to the direction of master’s degree (certificates of advanced
training, certificates of retraining, certificate of working specialty , certificates of completion of
online courses, etc.).

Section 2. Achievements in the core area

1. Diplomas of winners and prize-winners, certificates of participation in scientific
competitions, design works, case championships, laureates of scholarships from foundations,
companies, names of scientists, foundations for achievements in the professional field (no more than
one scholarship is taken into account) with the exception of individual achievements approved by the
admissions committee.

2. Copies of published scientific publications, patents during the period from enrollment in
higher education programs (for graduates of 2024) or for the last 4 years.

3. Written recommendations for admission to the master's program from the head of the
educational program or the State Certification Commission (SEC) (no more than 1), employer (no
more than 1).

Section 3. Motivation leiter

The requirements for a motivation letter are set out in Appendix 2).

The criteria for evaluating documents (portfolios) entering the master's program for
participation in the competition are given in Table 1.

In each section, the points are summed up; if there are a sigmificant number of
achievements exceeding the maximum amount of points for a particular section, the maximum
score for this section is assigned.

Appendix 2

Requirements for the structure, content and design of a motivation letter

A motivation letter is a document in which the applicant must show what the purpose of
admission to the Master's Program in 41.04.05 International Relations, the Master's Degree Program
"Russia in the Asia-Pacific: Politics, Economics, Security (in English)" is, how he/she sees his‘her
further professional development and his contribution to solving scientific, applied or infrastructural
problems in the field of professional activity.

Structure and content of a motivation letter for admission to the Master's Degree
Program:

I. Introduction: information about the previous level of education, reasoned reasons for
interest and study opportunities for the chosen Master’s Degree Program.

2. Which of the necessary competencies (knowledge and abilities, skills) for successtul study
in the Master’s Program in 41.04.05 “International Relations”, the Master’s Degree Program “Russia
in the Asia-Pacific Region: Politics, Economics, Security (in English)” do you have? Which ones, in
your opinion, need to be developed during the learning process? Expectations/requirements for the
Master's Degree learning process.

3. The goals of professional development: a description of the connection between the chosen
program and your planned professional activity, a general idea of your future career, where you see
yourself within 5 years after graduating from the Master’s Degree Program.

Requirements for writing the motivation letter

The motivation letter must be completed and provided in electronic form (*.pdf file formats),
Times New Roman font, font size 14, line spacing - one and a half, the first line of the paragraph is
printed with a standard indentation (1.25 cm) . Margins: left — 30 mm; right — 10 mm; top — 20 mm;
lower — 20 mm.

The motivation letter must have a title page. The length of the motivation letter is no more
than 3000 characters.

By decision of the examination committee, the motivation letter is checked for the originality
of the text (antiplagiat.ru).

The motivation letter of the applicant to the Master's Degree Program must contain
terminology accepted in the chosen field of knowledge. The motivation letter must be based on
reliable sources and expert opinions, the applicant should demonstrate his/her logic, coherence and
literacy when presenting theses and arguments, and the level of his/her academic skills.
